It is a busy (and short) half term for the children. National Tests are next week; the tests can provide useful information to add to what your child's teacher knows about their reading and numeracy from their work everyday in the classroom. Teachers can use the results to identify strengths and also areas where more help may be needed.
However, any test can only look at a limited range of skills and abilities and the tests are only one measure of progress. Some pupils find test situations quite stressful no matter how much we try to prepare them. This year the procedural numeracy test is taken online; this will be new to all learners Some children will not perform at their best on the day of the test.  As a result, their test results alone may not give a full picture of their ability.  It is important to discuss your child's progress with their teacher based on all the evidence they have, rather than just focusing on a single test result.  It is also important to remember that children do not all make progress at the same rate.
